Principal’s Report:  Re:  Technology – going to run recon mission; Smart Boards are appealing.  Expensive – about $3,000 per, which includes a projector to work with the screen.  They include DVDs, overheads, etc.  Building 1 floor and ceiling tiles need to be replaced.  In a couple years, the computer lab will need to be redone as well; contemplating a 3 year plan.  Trying to determine amounts ahead of time.  Need to determine budget prior to plan.

General Session:  Called to order at 7:02 pm.  (LC, DK, BS, MR, LH)

Principal’s report:  Early dismissal 10/5.  Fall break 10/28 and 10/29.  10/27 is the end of the quarter.  Report cards will be distributed the following week.  

Treasurer’s Report:   On 9/15, $25K to church.  Balance $162,412.82. 

· We had school directory income that comes to H&S, and then the expenses come to H&S as well.  Break even venture.  Taken to Staples and they process in house – copy, staple, etc.  

· LNO -  no full report $11,362 income has come in.  Final total has not been determined, and still have to pay Sand Creek.

· Had $1,000 come in from a donation check from Target, from people using credit cards.

· Gordon Food Service – two small checks, along with coupon for spend $100 get $10 off – now expired.  If something like this comes in again, possibly give to Mrs. Nickless for Extended Care.  Can use SCRIP and say shopping for St. Pat’s, and can get the percentage from GFS.  Becky will keep an eye out for other coupons, and reach out to event chairs.

· Teacher Breakfast handled.  School subsidy to teacher gifts $1,150 – $50 card for each teacher.

· Income of $42,929; expenses of $27,560.  Net income for the month of $15,369 income.

President’s ReportL:  

Old Business:

· Irish Raffle – in full swing.  To help boost sales, like grandparents to come to one location.  Food is a draw; Irish Raffle committee to man this and people who work will get hours.  

· Grandparents’ Day October 15th
· DMI Sales – do not have a final report on this.  Kristin Knight does not have numbers yet.  Deposit ~ $16,548 on 9/23/10.  Half will need to be repaid.  We netted roughly $10,000 last year, so will be down roughly $1,800 this year.  Time frame was shortened.  Feedback needs to reach the H&S board, so if there is any feedback on this, or any event, please send to H&S.  

· Entertainment Book Sales – no reports back.  Will have final numbers next month.

· LNO Report – Tricia Sakich resigning for next year.  Cassie Dennison, who has worked on the committee since inception, has agreed to chair for 2011.  Tricia will still assist with the event.

· SCRIP – Lynne Herr attended meeting.    $15,000 for H&S.  Down slightly from last year, but not significant at this point.  Changes to vendors – some discontinued; some eliminated; will continue to evaluate throughout the year.  Starting to explore online ordering with shopwithscrip.com.  Will want to test 10 families to see impact for existing stock program.  Need to see how it dovetails with how we maintain.  Third Coast Spice October VOTM – sales have spiked thus far.  

· Online people would supply EFT information.  Go online; we import vendors online.  Need to differentiate between regular stock v. delay.

· Advantage that 12 vendors do car reloads (i.e. GAP cards that purchase from SCRIP and reload – and still get profit).  

· Cuts down on carbon footprint.

· More vendors going on to SCRIP that act like an eTicket.  Home Depot. CVS.  Gift card gets emailed to you.

H&S last year made in excess of $250,000 after the give-back credit for the 2009/2010 policy year.  Per Becky, the giveback credits have not yet been paid out.  Final number has to be determined.

Assumption on events 10% loss of revenue, due to loss in families, economy, etc., for planning purposes.
