Incoming 4TH & 5th Grade Summer Reading Requirements 2022 

 

Requirement 1: Religion 

Incoming 4th: Read the First Letter of John 

Incoming 5th: Read Ephesians 

*A short multiple choice quiz will be given the first week of school. 

In addition to the Scripture reading, all 4th and 5th grade students will receive 

individual packets containing a short novel, an informational article, and their Math Skill 

Sharpener.  The folder and its contents must be returned in the fall during the first week 

of school.  All students’ written evaluations (quiz, test, illustration, etc.) for each piece of 

required reading will be completed in-school during the first week they are back in the 

classroom.

Requirement 2: English/Language Arts 

Incoming 4th Graders Read:   

1. Twenty and Ten by Claire Huchet Bishop 

2. “Famous African Americans- Harriet Tubman and the 

Underground Railroad” by Readworks 

Incoming 5th Graders Read:   

1. Tuck Everlasting by Natalie Babbitt 

2. “The What and Who of Elections” by Ben’s Guide to the U.S. 

Government 

*Evaluations will include tests/quizzes on both the short novel and the informational 

article.  These evaluations will include multiple choice questions and short essay 

questions where students will be asked to provide evidence from the text to support their 

answer.  Students will also be asked to draw comparisons between the two pieces of 

literature. 

 

Requirement 3: Math 

Each student will complete a Summer Math Skill Sharpener, in its entirety. The 

Sharpener will be returned during the first week of school in August.  All pages should 

be completed.  Please have a parent correct each page and fill out the orange check 

sheet in the back, signing off on each lesson.  These workbooks will be returned to 

the student if they have not been checked by a parent.
